To comply with the accredited construction detail within building regulation the cavity closer
requires a minimum overlap of 30mm between the window frame cavity closer

For first fix, tack cut to size profiles to window frame that is to be build in, ensure profile for the
vertical jambs overlaps the profile for horizontal cill

Build around as work progresses with friction fit between insulation and masonry

For second fix, install after the reveal has been constructed by friction fitting and fixing to the
inner leaf using grab adhesive

Before starting measure the opening of the window or door jamb and cill

Cut profile to required lengths (jamb extends below cill to form water drip)

Measure cavity opening and cut the insulation only to the corresponding width (do not cut the
plastic uPVC profile)

Press the insulation into the open cavity with friction fit and fix the plastic outer securely with
grab sealer or clout nails (leaving a flush uPVC finish visible)

Vertical Jointing - if required, sections can be jointed to minimise waste. All joints must be tightly
butted 45degree downwards towards the outer leaf, this will stop potential water penetration
Corner Jointing - When Jointing horizontal to vertical, trim both PVC flanges and allow the
vertical to extend below the horizontal this stops water ingress

Cutting should be carried out using a fine-toothed saw
